We always start with the ones and count to see if we have enough ones to regroup into a ten rod. The hardest part is remembering to add a ten rod after you have taken off your ten little cubes from the place value workmat! We had whole group, partner, and individual practice with these problems.
· In Reading, we are focusing on having our reading sound like talking and making sure that what we say makes sense and sounds right. The upcoming reading assessment for the next report card is timed, so we are really focusing on picking up the pace of our reading, using expression, and using intonation to express punctuation. 
· We also began our Special Readers program in First Grade. We had volunteers come in to listen to our growing readers. This practice will help to build confidence in reading. We will have this program two more times- once in April and once in May. (
